I am honored to share the recent achievements and initiatives of ESIC, the largest social security 
organization in India. For several decades, we have been diligently providing comprehensive 
social protection benefits to eligible workers, with the primary objective of extending social 
health protection and other social security benefits to formal sector workers covered under 
the ESI Act.

I am delighted to announce that ESIC has witnessed significant growth and expansion. In 
March 2023, we added 17.31 lakh new workers to the ESIC payroll, reflecting the increasing 
coverage of our scheme. Furthermore, approximately 19,000 new establishments have 
registered under the ESI Scheme, demonstrating the growing reach and trust in ESIC.

We are particularly proud of the age group distribution among our new registrations, with the 
majority comprising employees up to the age of 25 years. Specifically, 8.26 lakh employees, 
accounting for 48% of new registrations, belong to the 18-25 years age group. This indicates 
that our social security benefits are reaching and benefiting the younger workforce, ensuring 
a strong foundation for their future well-being.

ESIC remains committed to promoting gender inclusion and equal opportunities. In line with 
this commitment, we have registered 3.36 lakh new female workers, empowering them 
with social security benefits and recognizing their valuable contributions to the workforce.

ESIC continues to focus on increasing awareness about worker registration on ESIC portal. 
Through these efforts, we aim to ensure that more workers can avail themselves of the benefits 
provided by the scheme, enhancing their social security and overall well-being.

Lastly, ESIC observed Swachhta Pakhwada from 1st May to 15th May, underscoring the 
importance of cleanliness in creating a prosperous and healthy India. This initiative aimed to 
foster a culture of cleanliness and hygiene, contributing to the overall well-being of individuals 
and communities.
